Assessment

100% portfolio assessment. Units take either 3 or 7
months to complete and different teachers take
responsibility for each unit. Students need to be well
organised and prepared for carrying out work for
several teachers during the course. Meeting deadlines
and acting upon feedback from teachers to improve
portfolio work are very important skills to develop at
this level.
