
Greater  Manchester students can reduce the cost of bus travel by buying a GMPTE Scholar’s Pass for £5.00 which will enable you to travel at a reduced rate on College contracted buses and  half price on the commercial bus journeys and the train. 

Should you not qualify for a pass (example if you pay rates to St Helens) or you also use the buses at weekends and evenings you can take advantage of System 1 Travel Cards. The Travel Cards enable students to travel on every bus operator in the Greater Manchester System 1 Travel Network.  

Bus Saver 7* enables students, aged between 16-21, to travel anywhere in Greater Manchester for 7 consecutive days, any time of day or night until 4 am.  The cost of the pass is £14.25.

Bus Saver 28* enables students to travel monthly for a cost of £51.00.

Bus Saver Annual* enables students, aged between 16-21, to travel at a cost of £530 for the year.

Application forms can be obtained from Student Services or online from www.gmpte.com and click on to System One Travelcards. The forms may be returned to any PayPoint shop. Students must take with them a recent passport photograph together with proof of age (e.g. birth certificate, passport). 
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
